Bare As P e a s a n t s  
H o l d  To Beliefs

Mosco»'—(AP)—£w iet Riissia’s at­

tempt to grow a ‘‘Rodless crop” this 
year has ended in disma’ failure and 
aroused atheist leadeiTs of the coun­
try to mUitant action.

Early last winter toe All-Onion 
Godless Association, which pro­
motes anti-religious work in Rur,- 
sia. organized a campaign among the 
collective farms for cultivaticn ol 
small plots in addition to their reg­
ularly p'anted areas as a contribu­
tion to the society's work.

P euants Stick To Creed
These units were caDed “godless 

acres.” The proceeds frdm them 
were to 'do  to further the associa­
tion's propaganda amorg the peas­
antry, the majority of whom stub­
bornly stick to their religious be­
liefs.

“But,” bemoans the association’s 
official organ “Godless." a weekly 
newspaper, "carelessness In culti­
vation and guardianship cause the 
loss of the godless crcp and dls-, 
credltwl the work of the godless 
peop'e."

The complaint was made after a 
formal report to the as>ocia ion's 
central council reveaalod the failure 
of the venture.

“t/Ve must inlect real organization 
methods into the cultivation of god­
less acrte In 1934,” tho paper con­

tinues. “Personal responsibility for 
carrjing out Cfie work must be im­
posed on the presidiums oi local 
godless organlnzatitBia. and .shock 
brigadiers must be designated in 
each cell to set the examp’.e.

Balk At Night Work 
The reason for the collapse of the 

experiment is found in the general 
instructions whereby this year s 
campaign was conducted and which 
will ápply to next year as well. The 
peasants are called upon not onlv 
to furnish ihelr cwn seed, but to til’ 
their "godless acres” outside of their 
regular labor hours, such as before 
the general sowing and harvevSting, 
on their days off, or even at night.

Worst of all, from the peasants' 
viewpoint, they derlv" no profit from 
such voluntary labor. All their 
“godle.ss crop" must be sold to the 
government, half of the proceeds be­
ing retained in the iocal cell of the 
godless associations and the other 
half going to the organization's gen­
eral council for atheistic work in the 
villages.

London—(AP)—Demands forBrlt-^ 
annla to rule the waves as of yore 
are being voiced here in many quar­
ters as a result of Germany's with­
drawal from the Disarmament Con­
ference.

Admirals, past and present, and 
politicians—the Matter, however, not 
without fth eye on the nation’s bud­
get—have Joined in the cry for build­
ing up the British fleet.

Beatty's Warning Blunt
Two prominent voices have been 

raised for the cause, Admiral Sir 
Bmle Chatfleld, the flrst sea lord, 
and Lord Beatty, war-time hero, who 
sees in Britain’s present position the 
need for action.

“The nation must take stock, of its 
defense poaitícm,’’ says Sir Ernie 
Chatfleld, “and ouisider whether on 
Its present naval expenditure it is 
maintaining a  naval strengUi in ac­
cordance t i th  its policy.’’

Admiral Beatty goes further. De- 
scrlbmg the navy as “the hand- 
maiden.,<«fc our foreign policy,’’ he 
said to the Navy League;

“Without a strong navy we are 
of no use to anybody and we can­
not play out part as a great power."

Lord Beatty suppwts the move­
ment fot smgUer—but—onore—bat­
tleships,’' he said. “The British Em- 
pire^ wants many ships. Why? Be­
cause we have far greater respon­
sibilities on the sea than any other 
country.’*

Dedares London Treatv
"It te not the parity with the 

United States thgt I cavil a t"  he 
said. “If she wants as many as wc 
of thirty to do the work required of 
of flrtv to do the work required of 
seventy Was a grave and deplora­
ble blunder."

He termed it “a matter of inter­
est and grave concern’’ tha t the pet- 
mmnrl of the United States Navy 
represents a 60 per cent increase 
over 1114, that of Japan a 74 per 
cent increase, while Britain has re­
duced her personnel by 35 per cent.

When this was announced in par­
liament recently there were cries 
of "Shame!’’ from conscrvathe 
benches.

Sir Bmle Chatfleld. while stress- 
tag the necessity for a national 
stock-taking, neverthekss finds many 
thinrs in the British navy of which 
he is proud,
