V un* were two ca.se.s of interna

ceaaed. The League of Nations sent 
a  commission of inquiry. Then Ecu­
ador clalme she was entitled to a 
voice In any settlement of the dis­
pute and the negotiations promise 
to be prolonged;

War Pntiles Parley 
TTie Paraguayan-Bnlivinr» war in 

the Oran Chaco continued through­
out the year, being marked by pro­
nounced Paraguayan .sucresses in 
December. I t held on despite efforts 
to stop it emanating from the 
League of Nations, the Argentlna- 
Brazil-Chile-Pent conciliation com­
bination and the “Washington neu­
trals.”

It formed a puzzling questicm, too, 
for the seventh Pan-American con­
ference which assembled in Monte­
video on December 3.

A concrete steo taken a t  Monte­
video was the decision to hold a 
Pan-American commercial parley at 
Saneiago. Chile, early next summer 
to discuss Mexico’s proposal fo r .a  
moratorium on foreign debts, both 
private and governmental.

Peace Pact Popalar 
Argentina launched a m ulti-later­

al anti-w ar pact which quickly a t- * 
tracted the signatures of a  dozen 
or more nations. Italy signed it. as 
did the Netherlands. Like Uie latter 
country, Great Trltain and Prance 
have colonial pcssessions in Latin 
America.
