DIE IN WRECK
NAZD STEAMER

Y oun g Officer of
Steamship Dresden
Proves Hero in Res-
cue Activities

Stavanger, Norway, June 21—
(AP)—A young officer was singled
out today as the hero of the wreck
of the Nazi excursion steamer Dres-
den in which four women died and
many passengers were injured.

The steamer carrying 1,000 Ger-
man Nazis on a holiday jaunt was
knifed by a rock last night in shal-
low Hardanger fjord.

The Dresden. a 14,000 ton ship of
the North German Lloyd line, sank
at 7 a. m,, today with only a part
of her bow showing above the
water. Capt. Moller, all of the ship’s
officers, and a Norwegian remained
aboard the stricken ship until 3 a.
m., at which time the ship had a
20-degree list and six feet of water
in her hold. She was anchored to

Brundage is going abroad as an
official observer this summer. The
Chicago contractor, a former Olym-
pic athlete himself and the president
of the American Amateur Athletic
Union, has been entrusted by the
A. O. A. to make a final investiga-
tion of the reports of continued dis-
crimination against Jewish athletes
in Germany and reach a decision.

In the light of latest assurances
from Berlin, as well as the counsel
of the American members of the
International Olympic Committee, I
do not see ho Brundage can do
otherwise than notify the German
authorities that the United States
formally accepts the invitaticn.

Sound Grounds For Doubt

There has no doubt been sound
basis for the criticism of Germany's
treatment of the Jewish issue, which
started out as a purely political
proposition but quickly got all tan-
gled up with athletics. German Jews
were, in effect, barred from competi-~
tion or even the opportunity to have
fair tryouts for athletic teams, ac-
cording to trustworthy advices to
American officials.

Not even formal assurances from
Germany's Olympic leaders served
to remove the suuspicion that snch
prejudice had been eliminated, and
it was with the -existence of this
feeling that the American Olympic
Association again tabled the dyna-
mite-laden issue at its last session
in New York.

The American attitude, rightfully
0, is that the Olympic Games should
not be permitted to develop racial
discrimination. There have "ween
many Olympic squabbles in the past
and no doubt there will be more in
the future but the basic world-wide
character of the games has been
and should be kept intact, without
Leing subiected to transient govern-
menta! whims and fancies.

Too Late To Change

1t would cause the biggest kind of
an upheaval now to shift the scene
of the 1936 games. Only the sever-
est indictment of Germany'’s atti-
tude would be regarded as sufficient
grounds for so drastic a step. It
would hardly be good business judg-
‘ment, let alone good sportsmanchin,
for the Teutons to give cause for
the International Olympic Commit-
tee to cancel its award to Berlin.

In the first place, it takes at least
five or six years to prepare for the
Olympics. Its organization is one ~f
the most complex things ‘mainable,
calling not only for a tremondous
program of physical construction but
the most exhaustive and detailed
organization.

Los Angeles laid the ground-work
for its gigantic spectacle of 1922
more than six years in advance. &s
o result of which ‘the games rose t9
new heights in splendor as well as
competitive achievement. Now Ber-
lin for years has been planning and
Luilding a mammoth athletic plant
which will rival the coast layout.
