GERMAN AREA

T wo Thousand De-

fendants Reported
Involved In Court-
martial By Nazis

Berlin. July 20.—(AP)—The man
on the streets said an official denied
today that a series of trials is go-
ing on nig®t and day in Munich
of persons involved in the political
smash of June 30.

Rumors have it that the Nazi
courtmartial is trying at least 2.000
defendants there.

The so-called courtmartial is pur-
ported to be a party tribunal com-
posed of three persons constituting
a court.

Persistent efforts to obtain au-
thentic information failed. Declar-
ing “we can say nothing,” an offi-
cial of the Reich ministry of justice
referred an interrogator to the se-
cret police as competence, adding:

Members of his staff were ex-
pected to arrive here today to be-
gin work. Mr. Lanier stated on his
arrival from Washington the first
of the week that his force would
consist only of five or six persons.
They will follow the trend of the
tobacco markets in the various belts
and administer the code providing
for fair competition, wages, etc.

Mr. Lanier. who received a leave
of absence of ten months from the
tobacco section of the Agricultural
Adjustment Adminlstration to ad-
minister the tobacco code, prepared
today to go to South Carolina to-
morrow where he will address ware-
house associations of that state.

After completing ‘his business in
South Carolina, he said he planned
to go to Washington City to confer
with the members of the code au-
thority in addition to transacting
other official business.

His office force here was chosen
by the executive committee of the
code authority and will not be
composed of nearly two hundred
people. as announced from an un-
official source at Washington short-
ly after the code was completed.

The administrator is a Greenville
lawyer who about a year ago was
chosen as a specialist in the tobacto
division of the Department of Agri-
culture. It was first thought he
would be unable to serve in the new
capacity without severing his con-
nections with the department but
Secretary of Agriculture Wallace
solved the problem by giving the
local man a ten months leave of
