Representatives O f 
Buying Companies 
Flatly Refuse To 
Sign Agreement.
Efforts looking toward a m arket­

ing agreement between tobacco man­
ufacturers and the government for 
the 1934 crop fell flat at a conference 
in Washington yesterday of AAA of­
ficials. representatives of tobacico 
manufacturers and growers, it was 
stated today by J, E. Winslow, of 
Greenville, member of the executive 
committee of the North Carolina 
Tobacco Grov^ers’ Association.

Returning from Washington this 
morning, Mr. Winslow said tha t al­
though an agreement as to prices 
was not reached, it waŝ  indicated 
the price situation would be im­
proved this year over tha t of the 
previous season.

He said the representatives of the 
eight tobacco companies attending 
the session flatly refused the agree­
ment presented them.

S. Clay Williams, of R. J  Reynolds 
Company, acting as spokesman for 
the group, reiterated previous state­
ments, Mr. Winslow said, th a t a 
marketing agreement would be of no 
benefit to the farmer. He expressed 
opinion th a t flue-cured tobacco this 
j’ear would bring above parity and 
there is danger that a marketing 
agreement would throw an air of 
“artificiality" around the market 
which w'ouid hurt the export trade.

J. B. Hutson said úi&t on his part 
he was willing to permit the mar­
kets to go on and open, but he 
stressed the fact that growers are 
“nervous" and feel the tobacco cwn. 
panies have backed away after their 
terms for reduction had been met 
to the letter. Hutson expressed be­
lief the situation was not a healthy 
one.

However. Mr. Winslow stated .the 
chief of the tobacco section of the' 
Agricultural Adjustment Adminis­
tration expressed belief that on the 
reduced crop, the price for this 
year’s tobacco should bo around 22 
cents.

Fierj’ debate marked the gather­
ing, Mr. Winslow said, with grow­
er!. AAA officials and the t t ^ tx o  
cgmpany representatives taking a 
prominent part.

Two other members of the State 
.Association attended the conference 
with Mr. Whnslow.

Hoover Believes 
In Secrecy First 

To Catch Killers
Washington, D. C.—(AP)—J. Ed­

gar Hoover, the quiet-spoken direc­
tor of Uncle Sam ’s manhunts, went 
the big shots of ringland one better 
in putting an adversary on the spot 
when Federal agents a t Chicago 
ended John Dillinger’s career of 
crime.

Hoover knew a t 11 oiqlock on Sun­
day morning, almost twelve hours 
before the finale, w hat the succeed­
ing hours held in store for the arch- 
criminal of his day,

At that time operatives tele­
phoned Hoover personally they 
were close on Dillinger's trail and 
from then until the message came 
that the desperado had been slain 
their chief sat a t his desk directing 
every move to take the Mid-West 
killer dead or alive.

‘Kecpiin: in Touch*
He was bringing the most feared 

gunman of them all to time, but to 
the casual Inquiry of a reporter in ­
nocently asking if there was “any­
thing new On Dillinger,” he replied; 
We are keeping in  close touch with 
the situation.”

Secrecy, even after a Job has 
been completed, mantles the Bureau 
of Criminal Investigation, D epart­
ment of Justice. Hoover, who a t the 
age of 39 has won national renown 
for his scientific methods of catch­
ing crimials, believes secrecy is 
one of the most im portant factors 
in the success of his bureau.

Offers No Infom iation

He good-na:uredly but° firmly re­
fuses to break his rule. He stands 
throughtout an interview, meagerly 
answering questions and volunteer­
ing information for which he is 
not ásked.

Staying in Chicago, Hoover says, 
was the sm artest thing Dillinger did. 
I t  was virtually impossible to  catch 
him, even when the agents» had a 
tip on his movements, because they 
could not stop every car oil the roads 
to the city.

It is said th a t about <mo hundred 
agents were concentratéd on Dillin­
ger’s trail and th a t he finally was 
caught as the result of a persistent 
tracking of every person whom the 
agents suspected of being identified 
with him.

CHINA’S DRAFT ANIMALS

Nanking—(AP)—In order to check 
the rapid decrease of livestock in 
China due to ignorance and cruelty, 
the nationalist government has is­
sued reeulations for the treatm ent 
of draft animals, whether cattle, 
donkeys, horses od mules.
