U. s. Weather Depart­
ment Installing Im­
proved Instruments 
On Tar River Here
A new gauge for measuring the 

water of Tar river Ls being installed 
at this time and will be ready for 
service In a short time, it was made 
known today by B, T, Clark, direc­
tor of the local weather bureau.

The gauge Is being installed by 
the United States Weather Bureau 
and is located at the end of Tar 
river bridge.

The old gauge, which belongs 
more or le&s to antiquity, is on the 
railroad oridge near the water and 
light plant, and will go out of use 
as soon as the stamp oí approval 
has been put on the new InstrunuuU 

Mr. Clark said a concrete round­
house had been built at the foot 
of the new highway bridge to pro­
tect the Instruments to be used in 
keeping tab on the waters of the 
river and that this was a disunct 
improvement over the old method 
of measuring the clianglng condi­
tions of the stream.

In other words, with the new in­
struments. Mr. Clark said he would 
be able to gauge the rise and fall 
of the tide as well as the flow of 
the stream. Readings are also made
