The Tonissen bill was tabled after
a short debate in which its oppos-
nents pointed out it would increase
selling prices of aU cars.

After pas.sing several bills of a
minor nature the Senate plunged
itself into a halted, lengthy debate
on the Morphew bill which would
extend financial aid from the various

for indigent patients and which op-
erate training schools for nurses.

Still In thp Senate's Calendar Com-
mittee is the Page prohibition en-
forcement bill which would establish
a dry army in the State. Due to come
over from the Lowér House today
is a bill which would impose a
graduated tax on hotel rooms and
make subject to the 3 per cent sales
tax the rental of hotel rooms.

Despite the hopesi of most legisla-
tors that sine die adjournment will
occur Thursday It was made plain
today that final adjournment will
take place on Friday, perhaps as
late as Saturday.

The officers and board of direc-
tors of the Atlantic and North Caro-
lina Railway, in which the State
owns 72 per cent of the stock, will
eventually operate the railroad,
which extends from Godsboro to
Morehead City, according to the
opinion of many of those who have
been following the rather troubled
course of this railway and the
Morehead Citv port termini project.
While the port terminal project at
Morehead City is now progressing,
the Public Works Administration
having approved 4;he plans last week,
the affairs of the railroad have not
yet worked out definitely yet.

Since the officers and directors of
the “Mullet ’ line, as the N. & N. C.
Railroad is generally called, cancell-
ed the lease held on it b ythe Nor-
folk Southern almost a year ago
the Norfolk Southern has been con-
tinuing to operate trains over the
road under order of the courts. It
is generally believed that the Norfolk
Southern would like to re-leaSe the
"Mullet” line, but this is not Ikely
since i, already owes the A. & N. C
about $70.000 in interest and back
taxep. It Is also believed that several
ether railroads would like to lease this
105 miles of railroad from Goldsboro
to Morehead City and Beaufort.

But the prevailing opinion here Is
that sooner or later—and probably
before very long—the officers and
directors of the A. k& N. C. will as-
sume active operation of the rail-
road and continue to operate it as
a bridge line, connecting with the
Southern at Goldsboro, the Atlantic
Coast Line at New Bern or at Selma
and with the Seaboard at Raleigh
by using the Southern tracks from
Goldsboro to Raleigh It Is under-
stood that several operating budget
have been prepared for tlie operation
of thus road by the A. & N. C. Rail-
road Company and that one of the
by Secretary Harold Ickes of the
Department of the Interior. In fact
it is understood that Secretary Ickes
as Public Works AdminLstrator. in-
sisted upon having this budget and
on having the earnings of the rail-
road Pledged for the amortization of
the $400.000 loan for the Morehead
Citv port project before he would
approve the loan.
