80 far this year 31.038.278 pounds 
have been sold on the local ware­
house floors for a total of $8.151.- 
336.59—a sum slightly under that 
paid out up to this date last year 
although approximately 5,000.000 
more pounds were sold in the 1935 
period than have i¡een auctioned off 
during the current .season.
