Many Automobiles
Drivim W ithout
Licaises To Drive

Cheek Msde by Rtirhwav Patrol
Sbows That of tIW Pemtts
Granted Last Week 330 New Ones

Raleigh, Nov 6.~-Many automo-
bile drivers In the state still have
not obtained their driving licenses,
despite tiie fact the new license law

been In effect for one year and
six dayA Director Arthur Pulk of
the highway safety division of the
State Department of Revenue, said
today. A check was made this past
week of the new diivera licenses
row, which allowed that out of 2.-
189 drivers licenses granted. 230
were first applicants who had nev-
er even "lied for licenses before.
Pulk .said.

This ahow< that there are still
thourands of drivers who have not
~ et (Stained their driving Hcenses,
fljppite the fact that we have al-
~adv issued 747,700 driving permits
to drivers since we started issuing
licenses last year.” Pulk said. “For
if 230 out of 2,166 licenses granted
In one week had never applied be-
fore, the supposition is that about
400 a month of those applying for
licenses have nevet before
and hence have been driving with-
out licenses.

“As a result. Captain Parmer has
instructed all the hlghwav patrol-
men to devote more time fron now
on to stofving drivers to see if they
have their driving permRs. Patrol-
men have been doing this aU along,
of course, as much as their other
dutlea would permit. But from now
on they are going to bear down
harder than ever in enforcing the
drivers license law. So it is more
Important then ever that any one
who drlvw a oar shoald have his or
her driver} license alotyr in -order
to avoid embarrasfunent if not ac-
tual arrest.” \

Highway patrolmen have also
been ordered to tighten up in the
enforcement of the laws regarding
lights and brakes and to Inspect
cars thoroughly whenever thevstop
drivers to Inspect their <fc-lving li-
censes, Captain Parmer said.
