Bailey Thinks Con­
gress Will Provide

Raleigh, Nov. 23.—Senator Josiah 

W. Bailey is inclined to the belief 
that tv-i-s coming sessicn of Con­
gress will amcni the Social Securi­
ty Act £0 that the 32 states which 
have not yet enacted unemploy­
ment iiwurance laws satLsfactory to 
the Social Security Board, will not 
lose the p.ayr<̂ l taxes which will be 
col’ectrd In January, he said licre 
today.

Governor J. C. B. Ehringliaus has 
maintained tnr rome time tbat 
CongrcEs would amepd tiie law so 
that North Carolina .would not lose 
the appTOí’iíinately $3,C30,(K>3 which 
will be due undtr this a<it in Janu- 
Ofy and which under the pre-sent 
l|w  will be lo.st to the state entire­
ly. He fs even more of this opinion 
tcday fol'-owing his return from 
Warhlngtcn where he spent Wed­
nesday and Thursday.

“I am hot attempting to predict 
what Congress will do and I

, particular feature of the Scciai Sa- 
curity Act,” Senator Bailey said.

pose him politically. He strenu­
ously disclaimed any rancor against 
business as a class, and protested 
that all of his policies had been di­
rected toward a genuine revival 
of private enterprise.

In the heat of campaigning he 
spoke very bitterly of this busi­
ness opposition. But he has not 
done so since. Tlie tremendous 
sweep of his victory may, perhaps, 
be reflected in the milder words 
which have followed. It is at least 
conceivable tbat, having gained 
much, the President now feels that 
much is expected of him in toler­
ance and in “bindü^ up the na­
tion’s wounds."

It is beyond the possibilities 
that, having llred in controversy 
through the first term, and being 
now assured of a second, Mr. 
Roosevelt may hope to end Ills 
White House days in the more 
peaceful atmosphere of an era of 
cooperation and good feeling?

Calmer Days?
At this moment such a sugges­

tion can only be presented specu- 
latlvdy. Mr. Roosevelt Is a  man of 

sometimes his

j^eed so gifeat that its sheer mo-

for him to stop, even if he tried.

November, December a n d  January  
being th e  rabbit season  in  Nttrth 
Carolina, and th e re  h av ing  been 
a lready  n ine  cases o f  tu larem ia, or 
“rabb it fever,” reported  to  th e  S tate 
Board o f Health, th e  B oard  is c a ll­
ing a tten tio n  to  th e  d an g er o f this 
ciisea»c and  the  m eans o f  avoiding 
coming in  contact w ith  it. While 
there h a s  been no  d e a th  reported 
from tu larem ia  In  N orth  ,O arollna 
for th e  past two years, o n e  death  
was reported  for each  o f th e  years 
1932, 1933, an d  1934. F iftee n  cases 
o f th e  disease were rep o rted  last 
year. * t

T ularem ia te p rim arily  a  disease

of wild rabbKs, a n d  Is found  in 
ground squirrel* and  o th e r  rodents. 
The infection Is co n tracted  by m an 
m ainly by handling In fec ted  a n i­
m als and h te lr  carcafiaee, tl» e  infec­
tion usually en tering  th e  pefson’s 
blood stream  from som e ab rasion  on 
th e  hand. The first sym ptom s are  
usually headache, chilis, body pains, 
vomiting and fever, a n d  inflam ed 
painful swellings a t  th e  site  o f  the 
Infection. Pever las ts  fro m  2 to 3 
weeks, and  convalescence d r ^  
along with weakness o r  .several 
m onth» sometimes a  year. F atalities 
from  th is  d ise q ^  are  ra re , b u t the 
Illness and su fftiln g  i t  produces 
sliould cause ' i t  to  be  carefuQy 
avoided. One a ttack  in  m an  leaves 
immunity.

Richmond Live Stock

T he S ta te  Board o f H ea lth  advis­
es prevention of th is  disease by 
wearing rubber gloves w h ^  dress­
ing o r handling wild rabb its, es­
pecially when p reparing  th em  for 
th e  m arket. Rabbit m ea t is  sa fe  and 
wholesome, even w hen th e  rabbit 
h as tularem ía, if  i t  is thoroughly 
cooked before eating . However, the 
killing and  eating o f ra b b its  th a t 
can  easily be run  dow n by a  m an 
o r dog is not advised. ’They m ay be 
Infested with th e  disease.
