By Official time at the prison the 
negro entered the white gas c.Tam- 
ber at 10:31 and the gas ma .hinsry 
was turned on at 10:33 one-half.

It usually takes between 10 and 
15 minutes for the prison physician 
to pronounce a man dead after the 
gas is adtnlnistcred.

Aiiotiier member ha.s suggested 
th a t if this same conditions exists 
In January, when the regular *&s- 
aion qonvenes. the general assem- 
b l j ^ |n  enact a law authcrlzing 
fic i^ f tta te  agen y to ren t one or 
tw dlR ors in an office building heit* 
and tu rn .tn?  ofiices into rooms lor 
members of the general assembly.

I t  b  understood tha t some of the

IcbbybtvS, in spite of their large 
drawing and expense accounts, are 
objecilng to the rates being charged 
by some oí the hotels, although fer 
the most part the sky b  the limit 
as far as the lobbyists are concern­
ed.
