Speaker Cherry Not
Only Officid To
Get Praise

Raleigh, March 22.— Speaker
Gregg Cherry has gained much no-
toriety at the current session by
his constant stream of wisecracks
while acting as one of the state’s
most dictatorial presiding officers:
but over in the Senate the work
of handling legislative business has
been directed in even more effici-
ent. though not spectacular, fash-
ion by Lieutenant Governor Wil-
kins P. Horton, of Chatham coun-

While Mr. Cherry has played the
Simon Legree role to the enter-
tainment of news gatherers and
galleries and often to the irrita-
tion and vexation of House mem-
bers who felt his verbal lash, the
Lieutenant Governor has gone
quietly and calmly along, never
deviating from his even course; and
has secured equally good results
without the attendant unfavorable
reaction.

While the House speaker has
frruently allowed' his personal
opinion to show all too clearlyv the
Senate’s boss has never .showed the
slightest bias one way or another
on any question.

While Mr. Cherry has made cer-
tain individual members repealed
victims of his stinging "asides”,
the Lieutenant Govemor has nev-
ver by word or deed Indicated that
he entertained animosity for any
mmeber of the Senate,

Both presiding officers have se-
cured results. Both have kept
their respective branches attending
to the business at hand. Of course
the Lieutenant Governor has not
quite as unruly a body to deal with
as his smaller group has been eas-
er to keep on a stead ytrack. Too,
the Senate contains a smaller pro-
iiortipn  of anti-administration
members, with resultant diminu-
tion of discord and disorder.

The consensus of legislative
observers is that this session has
put on display two of the most
competent presiding officers in
history.

Lieutenant Governor Horton is a
Senate veteran, with four terms of
service .(in 1917, 1927 and” 1935)
to-his credit his eléctioii- as the
.state’s second citizen last. He was
born in Kansas City, Kansas, in
1889, but wms educated in the pub-
lic schools,of Chatham county and
the University of North Carolina.
He is a lawyer by profession.

Prom 1916 to 1919 and again from
7934 to . 1930 he served as county
attorney. In 1930 he was secre-
tary of the state Democratic' Exe-
cutive ccmmittee.

Last spring 'he made
for Lieutenant Governor in the
Democratic  primaries, finishing
s"nd to former State Senator
Paul Qrady in a three-cornered
first ballot, and wlnnnlng out in
the second.

Speaker Cherry is likewise a
House veteran, wdth three previous
term* to his eredit (1931, 1933
and 1935). Like the Lieutenant
Governor he is not a native of
Nopth Carolina, as he was bom in
}%%rlk county, South Carolina, in

the race
