Aug. 16—(AP)—The
house appropriations  cwnmittee
recommended today that the start
of the administration’s farm ten-
ancy program be postponed a year.

The agriculture department’s re-
quest for $20,000,K)0 to Inaugurate
the program authorized earlier in
the »ssion, was not written into the
third deficiency appropriation bill
reported today.

Advanced as one of the major
pieces of farm jegidation of the
second Ro(isevelt term", the tenancy
act authorized $10,000,000. this year
for liberal loans to woriliy tenants
for purchase of farms and $10,000.-
000 retirement of sub-marginal
lands.

The coaunittee in a report accom-
panying the bill said:

"On the basis of the evidence
presented and a consideration of
the entire problem involved in farm
tenancy, there is no emergency pre-
sented for the inclusion of the item
at this time.”

It said also plans of the agricul-
ture department for administration
of the program had not "matured.”

Moreover, the cost of feed in com-
parison to the selling price of eggs
is more favorable to poultrymen
now than at any time during the
past several months, he stated.

A slight seasonal decline is poul-
try prices is expected, but will not
equal the decline last fall, and thus
prices are expected to be higher
than they were for the same sea-
son a year ago, he added. "

The prices farmers receive for
pegps this fall are expected to be
about the same as last fall, but dur-
ing the first half of 1938 prices will
probably be higher than in the first
six months of 1937,

This is attributed to the great re-

duction in the number of ycung
chickens prexluced this year, which
mean.s that there will be fewer lay-
ing hens next year, Parrish ex-
plained.

The number of young chicks on
farms of the United States, as re-
ported by the federal bureau of
agricultural cconomic.s, was estim-
ated to be 19 per cent less on July
1 than a year before.

503 cars were consutned in the
state of New York while the re-
mainder of the shipments went to
64 other towns and cities in four-
teen other states.

the late-producing sections met
with more competition,” Wescott
said.
