Profit of $424 Earned 
By Fanncc During 

Pait Year
Brevard, Oct 14,- A  bam loft 

converted into an "egg factory” has 
earned a profit of I424J7 during 
the past year for W. T. Whitmire, 
'itansylvania county farmer.

In the spring of 1936. Whitmire 
purchased 500 high quality white 
leghcm chicks and placed them in 
a  bnck brooder that he had .set up 
in a woodshed converted into a 
brooder house.

Last October 30. after mcttt cf 
the birds had been sold as fryers 
and broilers, he put the choice 
pullets In a  bam loft which had 
been remodeled into a laying house.

During the following 11 months 
he kept an average of 194 birds in 
his "egg factory" and gathered 44.- 
822 eggs, said J. A. Olazener, farm 
agent of the State College exten­
sion service.

The birds were kept in the lay­
ing house all the time. Over a 7- 
month period Whitmire fed them 
3.250 pounds of grain. Mash fed 
duitng the 11 months amounted to 
13,800 pounds, and 800 pounds of 
shells were fed also.

The total feed cost was $480.60, 
and the eggs sold for $905.07, mak­
ing an Income of $424.37 above 
feed c«5t. Glazener pointed out.

The average cost of feed per doz­
en eggs produced was 12 3-4 cents, 
while the average selling ptíce per 
dozen eggs was 24 1-2 cents.

The “egg factory” has „been con­
structed as a moderti hen house 
with good ventilation, plenty of 
sunshine, electric llglits, and run­
ning water. Tlie cost of remodel­
ing was $5.
