— China’s Shanghai armies, 
about 400,000 strong, fell 
back todfiy toward the Chi­
nese “Hindenburg Line” 
.more than 50 miles to the 
west.

Japanese troops numbering 200,- 
000, oroed Chinese from towns and 
trenches in the Shanghai area. 
The Chinese fought only rear 
guard actions as they withdrew to ­
ward the Chain of trenches and 
pill boxes stretching from Chang- 
shu south, and protecting Nanking
