l^ebrowk probably are the moet 
naifiaeted feature of a woman's faca.

Most of us rc'Allze the importance 
of the correct shade of powder, lip­
stick and rouge, but few of us glvs 
our eyebrows the attention they 
deierve.

But make-up experts have work­
ed OMtoy a  miracle merely by chang­
ing the line of the eyebrows. Hers’s 
the wty many of them advise you 
to handle the problem;

Make Some Tete Brows 
Let the brows grow in fully. Then 

toke a  soft ej’ebrow pencil and, be­
ginning near the noee, draw a line 
through the center of the brows 
out to  the ends. Now you can see 
a t a glance where the greatest full- 
neee oocun.

Make a note of tha t area, then 
.start eketching a few tral eyebrows 
slitpee, beglnnlhg each time by em- 
pbastzing the area of greatest fun­
nels. for often tha t’s the part that 
should be Jeft ftaiest.

Uiüesi your eyebrows arch natur­

ally you’d better not try to ar<ái 
them; ae a rule they won’t  look 
right. For brows that tend to grow 
only to the ends of the eyes t ’s 
adriiAble to exten dthe line about 
hall an eye’s width. I t improves 
one’s appearance and makes the
eyee seem larger. 

Fellow The Bobs Line 
Be sure the line follows the bone 

forroatlon; don’t let It shoot straight 
toward the ears.

Now, cover the eyebrows and the 
area» aromjd them with a soft, 
•oothlng cream. lYlth your tweezers 
• ta it pulltng the hair that trows
outeide the aibrow shape you have 
determined on. Pull them one et a 
time, a few on one side and a few 
on the otljer, working slowly and 
evenly. Pull each hair in the direc­
tion In which It lies.

When you have created the bast 
brow line, emphaelze it with a pen- 
OU.

Note: Black pencils should be 
used only by women whose hair to 
very black. Other women should 
stick to brown.

Los Angeles—̂ Polks who talk too 
loud how have another scientific 
rea-son for modulating their voices.

A loud sound seems to the hu­
man ear to last just twice as long 
as it really does. Experhnents 
proving Wila are reported by Dr. 
Vem O. Knudsen. of the Univer­
sity of California at Los Angeles.

With the aid of electrical Instru­
ments in the laboratory it was 
shown that the ear sometimes re­
sponds to sounds of short duration 
in an unexpected manner.

"A tone," Dr. Knudsen reports, 
"having a loudnp.ss level of 8̂  
decibels and sounding for two- 
tenths of a second produces ap­
proximately tlie .same sensation of 
•aparcnt duration’ as does a tone 
having a loudness level of 40 
declbcLs but .sounding four- 
tenths of a second.’’
