Recommendations
Made Before Annu-
al Meeting of N. C.

Blowing Rock, N. C., July
16.— (AP)— Labor Commis-
sioner A. L. Fletcher pro-
posed here today widespread

reforms in North Carolina's

treatment of labor.

The suggestion included extension
of the unemployment compensation
act. higher wager, an apprentioe
training system, a wage payment
and collection law, arbitration and
conciliation provisions, and a wage
and hour law to supplement the
federal act.

Major Fletcher included the pro-
posals in au address prepared for

Idelivery before the North Carolina
jPress Association.

He declared that thought the “re-
cession” had “all the earmarks of
a panic." there had not been "a
tenth of the suffering and unrest
that marked the situation back in
1932 and 1933."

Snow Hill, 2, New Bern, 2.

And here’s how the Ayden for-
ifeitures were awarded; Wailliam-
ston, 1 game; New Bern, 1; Snow
HUL, 3; Kinston 1; Greenville, I;
Tarboro, 2.

Kinston ran into difficulty over
the “classification” of Floyd Pat-
ton, first baseman who previously
played in the Piedmont league and
the Bi-State league. Patton played
only seven games in the Piedmont,
and this did not acect his "class”
ranking, as a minimum of 10 is
necessary under league rules to es-
tablish a player’s ranking.

Efforts Being Made to Have Pack-
ing Houses Located in State by
Conservation Department

Refkctor Bureau

Raleleh, July 16—Packing hruser
for proces.sing of North Carolina’s
valuable seafood crop are being
sought by the Industrial Division of
the Department of Conservation and
Development. J. T. Anderson, divi-
sion engineer, said today.

He pointed out that the market-
ing of this crop is one of the mo.st
.serious and pre.ssing problems which
confront commercial fishermen of
the coa.st .section.

“As wVh producers of other pro-
ducts. the fishermen meet alternate
periods of overproduction and of
«carclty. tMabllshment of packing
houses to provide a larger ready
market for seafood would Imsure
much steadier returns for the fish-
ermen. Establishment of such
houses would go far, too, toward
eliminating the hazards of spoil-
age encountered in the handling
of fresh product”" Mr. Anderson
said.

“The great distance of North
Carolina fishermen from the usual
market centers has resulted In great
las.scs to the shippers. E\l'en this
.«tate’s biggest consuming centers
are several hundred miles inland,
while a large percentage of each
year’s catch must be marketed In
even more distant Eastern cities.
If It is to be marketed at all. There
have been efforts to increase thy'
per nolta consumption of .seafood.s
by North Carolinians, but .scant
succeas has attended the.se att-"mots.
