Perhaps the 
farmer thinks his job is almost com­
plete, but not even for the month 
of October, and on and on as the 
months come. In this month when 
the row crop Is removed from the 
land, seed the ground so that green 
roots are in the soil all winter. This 
will keep the soil from going to 
wa^te. Sometimes it U a good plan 
to fertilize cover crops, as recom­
mended for small grain. This is very 
efTecllve in soil buldlng. A cover 
crop must cover the groynd.
