Shanghai, Oct. Ki— (AP)
—Japanese land and naval
forces launched a withering
attack today on Shichaishan
fort, just 60 air miles from
Hankow, around which the
invaders are slowly closing
in, while a new Japanese ex-
peditionary force begins at-
tempts to dominate South
{’hina.

Most Japanc.sc army and navy
oiiicial.s horp lylleve the new oi-
li-nsive near Canton. 560 mile* st>uth
of Hsnkow. was aimed at severing
styjuthern railroads and capiurmg
the southern metrdpolis itself, thus
facilitating the rtlenlles.s drive to-
ward Hankow, the provisional cap-
ital.

The invaders established a spear-
head at Smyang. 100 miles north of
Hankow, for two-way campalgas
desigi'ed to add the Peipmg-Han-
kow railway mileage to ihiir already
captured railways.

Homes, Stores, Fill-
ing Stations Urged
Cooperate

At the sound of five alarms by
the fire signal tonight all Greenville
citizens are requested to put out
or dim their lights in co-operatkm
with "blacltout" to be conducled
as an experiment in the anti-air-
craft maneuvers being conducted
in Eastern North Carolina.

Air stom, tiiHnt

homes are urged to cooperate in
the "blackout." If lights are not
cut off. shades should be pulled
down. It was especially urged that
neon lights be cut off, as well as
other types oi advertising lights
and lights In store fronts.

The “blackout” will be ordered
some time between 6 and 10 o’clock.
The exact hour will not be known
before the actual zero hour. A tel-
ephone call from Fort Bragg to the
lire station here will be the signal
for the “blackout.” Officials at the
fire department immediately will
call the water and light plant and
the street lights will be cut off. Sim-
ultaneously the fire alarm will start
sounding five signals. The signal
for "lights on" also will be five
alarms by the fire department.

The object of the "blackcul” will
be to determine the effectiveness of
private citizens to serve as a warn-
ing not in case of air raid. It will
be the purpose to make the town
so dark "enemy” planes will be un-
able to locate the city. The planes
will be enrcute from Langley Field,
Va.. home base of "enemy" cratt,
to ort Bragg, home base of the
defense planes.

Raleifih. Oct. 13—Charlotte topped
all NOTth Carolina cities in the val-
ue of building permits, of all types,
issued for the first eight months
of 1938. according to figures of the

North Carolina Department of La-
bor.

The Mecklenburg capital wa.s
the only city in which total esti-

mated cost cf all construction work
exceeded two million dollars, its
exact fis,ure being $2.237,367.

Three other cities, of the total of

21 on which the Labor Dep€U*tment
gave totals, passed the million dol-
lar mark—Raleigh with $1,876.275;
Durham with $1,758,002; and Win-
ston-Salem with $1,726,914.

m For the entire state an expansion
of building construction work orer
1937 was shown, with an increase of
$1,026.835, of 8.4 per cent to a total
of $13,322.849 through August.

Isdications are that an even more
marked increase has been in
progress since then and that final
figures for the year will so show.

In costruction of residences dur-
ing the first eight months of this
year, Raleigh ed all cities in value,,
while' Winston-Salem topped the
list in number of families provided
for.
