Raleigh. Oct. 22—lAPi—Tobacco 
sold by farmers on the Eastern 
North Carolina aivd Old Belt North 
Carolina and Virginia markets this 
week went at lower prices than a 
week ago, but in the Middle Belt 
-some grades were up, federal and 
state marketing senlces reported 
today.

“Decreases were general in all 
groups," the report said of Eastern 
North Carolina sales of type 12 to­
bacco, Ih e  markets reported a 
general average of 124.51 a  hun­
dred pounds, up from the season’s 
average to dale of 823.52. but down 
from the preceding week. Good 
quality leman leaf, for example, 
averaged $32 a hundred this week 
and $35 a hundred a week ago.

The lower quality grades of leaf, 
smoking leaf and lug.s .<»kl higher 
than a week ago on the type 11 
<B» Middle Belt markets, but bet­
ter quality grades and practically 
all cutters and pnming.s sold low­
er The agricultural adjustment ad­
ministration reported that sales 
through October 8 in the belt were 
39.561.537 pounds at an average of 
$21,83 per cwt.
