Nov. '..i—Tlieir worm 
catching days will be over, but 
North Carolina turkeys are going 
to be early bird.s on the Thanks­
giving market this year, according 
to A. B. Harless, senior marketing 
specialist of the state Department 

<j()f Agriculture.
An earlier markr'ting season than 

usual is planned in many sections 
and already many of tire early-liat- 
ched birds have been sold, he said.

To the producer the season should 
be as favorable as in 1937, he pre­
dicted. The turkey crop will be about 
3.7 per cent larger Uwn last year 
and the birds are expected to be 
heavier than then, tine to abundant 
suppiics of feed. Thl.s condition 
,shou¡» be offset, however, by the 
.smaller carnover of turkeys in cold 
storage, increased consumer incomes 
and the tarlier marketing .season. 
Harless said.

A year ago market prices moved 
up quite sharply around Thanks­
giving. but ju.st prior to the lioh- 
day pntT.s took a down-turn as the 
markets became glutted with an 
excessive supply ruohed in an effort 
by producers to sell while prices 
were still firm.

The fact that poultry prices are 
low will help to hold turkey prices 
down, snmi operators say, but thisj 
is not likely unjess turkey prices 
get out of line.

At present turkeys are bringing 
23 cent*; per pound to the producer 
in Raleigh, while in Chicago they 
are wholesaling a t 25 cents In Port 
Worth. Texas, on a basis of live 
weight delivered at tlie dressing 
plant* young toms and hens are 
bringing 14'*.. and 15 cenUs.

Addison's disease, where it serves 
to replace the subotiaw'c which the 
suffereris dim adrenal glarnte ean- 
nto .supply.

It was thought 
rea.sonáble to try It with weaken 
ed infants.

Tliese 
most, destructive Insect pesrts of 
stored com in the State annually 
take a toll of about 14 per cent of 
the crop.

Wlien the crop ia 
harv^ated and stored in the bam, 
conOBtions are favorable for the 
rapid Increase of these pests. The 
new harvest should never be stor­
ed «Bh com remaining In the crib

Uidess the old com is properly 
treated and cared for, it will har­
bor a heavy infe.station of weevils 

-iHaleli wHl spread rapidly to the 
new'Crop. Storage bins should be 
thoroaghly cleaned, accumulations 
of old grain removed, and the Wood­
work of the crti> treated brfme the 
new com is stored. Any oderless, 
tasteless, water-white petroleum 
similiir to commercial fly sprays is 
satisfactory for walls and floor|.

A(*5umuliitions of old grain ' ‘and 
floor sweepings from the previous 
crop'tiwuld be burned or. if it is 
to be used as feed, fumigated with 
carbón dlsulphlde. But it should 
be rtimembered that calbon dlsul- 
idiide is inflamable and explosive, 
aweepinis may be placed in a tight 
bin ér barrel and the liquid pour- 
<d dlrectiy over it. using the liquid 
a t tile rate of three-fourths of a 
p in t'to  a barrel of sweeptngs.
