The richest sources of vitamin C
arc oranges, lemons. &Ta}>eftult, to-
matoes, green peppers and raw cab-
bage. Tangerines and fresh straw-
berries are also excellent sources of

Among the common vegetables
spinach, brussels sprouts, kale, broc-
“coli, beets and beet leaves, dandelion
Ikid turnip greens, parsley, provided
tliey are not cooked c.vcessively and
are eaten soon after being prepaned,
are good sources.

Less rich in vitamin O, but still
good sources are tlie following
foods: apples, bananas, pineapple,
potatoes, green beans and green
peas. Lettuce, escarole, onions, cau-
liflower, pamips also contaih some
vitamin C but in amounts quanti-
mtively leas than the foods listed
above.

Negatively, it should be observed
that cooked meat mu.scle contains
practically no vitamin C nor do
butter, eggs and choesé'. Milk con-
tains only a little of vitamin C. and
that is usually destroyed during pas
teurizfltion or boiling.

To the adult the greatest danger
of vitamin C .starvation as well as
that of otlier vitamin and mineral
wants, lies In self-impo.sed dietary
restrictions for weight reduction or
in the self-treatment of disease. If
you mu.st "diet" be certain that you
do not suffer vitamin starvation.
