By Heakh Officer

Dr. N. TiMRias Ennett. Pitt Coun-
ty health officer, last night Issued
a awrning in oonnection with
tularemia, oommoolJy known as rab-
bit fever.

A case of raMdt fever was rec-
ently ngwrted |o tbe Pitt County
health department by tiie State
Board of Health, which made a
blood analysis i4 a patient and
detected the tnlaremia geims. This
was the fiiit case reported for
Pitt County this j-ear—the case be-
Ing* one of four r*xxrted in North
CHroliiMt for list.

Dr. Ennett called attention to the
fact that tularmla is a serlnu<! dis-
ease and is not infrequenUy fatal.
H' said that hunten should be
careful not to rixxH ar capture a
rabbit that appears to lack the
energy of a normal rabbit, as he is
probably dlwaaed.

The divease. acoording to the
health officer, is tnmsmltted to
the human from the blood of the
rabbli. This occurs In skirning aivd

A"’”\7rl.g the rabbit, though Infec-

Uon can cccur only when there Is
a break in tie skin. There is no
dingo*, however, frim the meat It-
self after it has been cooked. The
heat destroys the tularemia gemi.

Dr. Ennett said the disease was
first discovered in Tulare County.

The name is de-
rived from the county in which it
was discovered.
